MY WORDS TO KNOW
High-Frequency Words: this, do
I’m going to write the words this and do on a piece of 
paper. We can read them together. You can fi nger-trace 
each word as you say the letters. Let’s look around our 
kitchen. Point to different things and take turns asking: 
What can this thing do? Our refrigerator keeps food cold.

Concept Words: sound words

bam, crack, drip, drop, splash
Let’s play “I Hear” using words for sounds. For example: 
I hear something drip in the sink. What is it? I hear 
something go bam after lightning. What is it? I hear 
someone splash in the bathtub. Who is it?
